CITIZEN OF THE YEAR: The Citizen of the Year Award is given to an individual who has demonstrated
all-round community involvement. This award recognizes a local resident who builds communities
and shows what can be achieved with passion and determination.

JUNIOR CITIZEN OF THE YEAR: Junior Citizen of the Year recognizes excellence in youth in Chetwynd.
